techonology and society. 

He currently leads the Research Unit Scientific Culture Research Centre for Energy, 

Environment and Technology (CIEMAT), is Research Professor “ad honores” of the 

National Research Council (CSIC) at the Institute of Philosophy of Science, President of 

the Scientific Council of EuropaBio, Director of the Chair of Ethics and Values Sueperior 

Engineering School of Mining Engineering, Polytechnic University of Madrid (UPM) and 

Chairman of Scientific Advisory Committee on Radio Frequencies and Health (CCARS). 

He was Chairman of the CSIC, Secretary General of the National R & D and President of 

the European Inter-University Association on Society, Science and Technology (ESST). 

He is the author of hundreds of articles on biochemistry, biotechnology and its social and 

economic aspects, and science and technology policy. 

He is the author or co-author of the books: Genes para cenar, Biotecnología, Industria y 

Sociedad, Biotecnología y Sociedad: Encuentros y desencuentros o Radiografía de la
